He is in full-

time private practice in West Los Angeles and he holds IPA research 

fellowships that have allowed him to merge his clinical and research 

interests by specializing in the history of Kleinian psychoanalysis.  

He is gathering the final chapters of a proposed monograph: The 

Clinical Kleinian Development in London:  1918-2010.

John Lundgren, M.D. is a Training and Supervising Analyst and 

Past President at the Psychoanalytic Center of California.  He also 

serves as Associate Clinical Professor of Psychiatry at UCLA where 

he was a co-founder of the Tavistock Group Relations Experiential 

Training Laboratory. He practices psychoanalysis in Beverly Hills. 
 

Jon Tabakin, Ph.D. received his Bachelors of Fine Arts at UCLA 

with a major in Music Composition and a minor in English Litera-

ture.  He received his Masters and Doctorate in Psychology at the 

California Graduate Institute, where he was awarded the Bernstein 

Award for Best Dissertation of the Year.  He is currently a Training 

and Supervising Analyst at the Psychoanalytic Center of Califor-

nia.  Along with PCC, he is also Faculty at LAISPS, Reiss-Davis 

Child Care Study and the Graduate Center. 

 
 

MODERATOR  

Asher Keren-Zvi, Ph.D. is  a training and supervising analyst at 

the Psychoanalytic Center of California. He is on the faculty of the 

Wright Institute, Los Angeles, where he also supervises post-doctoral 

students. He is a clinical supervisor at the Valley Community Clinic.  

PROGRAM 

In connection with the IPA’s Centenary celebrations, the PCC offers this half-day con-

ference to examine how far we have come in our understanding and technical handling 

of the analyst’s countertransference in psychoanalytic treatment.  Dr. Aguayo presents a 

two-part paper, starting with Freud’s early dilemma in 1910 regarding the erotic indis-

cretions of male analysts with female patients—and ends with current work on the in-

tersubjective understanding of countertransference.   

 

The topics surveyed:  the seminal studies of Heinrich Racker and Paula Heimann of the 

1950s, ones that addressed erotized and aggressive tendencies evoked in the analyst.  

Both analysts proposed a new view of countertransference, namely as an ‘instrument of 

research’ that emphasized what became known as the ‘patient-induced’ or ‘wider’ view 

of countertransference.  The difference between this ‘wider’ view and the ‘narrow’ one 

dominant in American ego psychological circles was a matter of debate through out the 

1950s and 60s.  
  

Many of these issues both were synthesized when Otto Kernberg, (1965) articulated the 

value of narrow and wider uses of countertransference.  The emerging interest in bor-

derline and narcissistic pathology as a diagnostic mid-point between neurotic and psy-

chotic disorders mediated this reconciliation.  Narrow uses of countertransference per-

tained to the treatment of neurotic disorders, while the wider view was deemed useful in 

the treatment of borderline and psychotic states. 
 

In the second part of the presentation, Dr. Aguayo elaborates on how the three-tiered 

training system at the British Psychoanalytical Society gradually led to increased inter-

action between contributors from the different groups.  There was a ‘convergenist’ 

trend in the work of Joseph Sandler and Betty Joseph on ‘role responsiveness,’ whereas 

a ‘divergenist’ trend was evident in the work of Nina Coltart and Irma Brenman-Pick, 

especially in the question of direct vis-à-vis indirect use of countertransference.  There 

was also the work of Christopher Bollas, (1983) who struck a balance between the di-

rect and indirect use of the countertransference.  By the 1980s, the ‘wider’ view of 

countertransference had become predominant in many regions of the IPA.   
 

In recent contributions, namely on the intersubjective view of countertransference, Dr. 

Aguayo addresses the work of the Barangers, who discussed the analytic relationship as 

containing ‘two subjectivities’ intent on promoting the patient’s psychic transforma-

tions.  Influenced by Bion’s thought and Lewin’s ‘Field Theory’ they extended the 

Kleinian understanding of countertransference with their notion of ‘bi-personal uncon-

scious fantasy.’  This phenomenon was the product of these asymmetrically intersecting 

subjectivities, where the sum was greater than the individual component systems pro-

ducing them.  In effect, this meant a structurally organizing unconscious phantasy that 

was created, shared or participated in by both analyst and patient.  In the recent work of 

Ferro, Ogden and Grotstein, there is a currently a convergence in the realm of a two-

person, ‘intersubjective’ understanding of transference and countertransference.  Ac-

cording to Grotstein, an intersubjective notion of countertransference can and must 

include the asymmetrical participation of both analysand and analyst in an 

‘intersubjective field.’
